The funcral of Nicholas Fish, the bhanker,
who dicd on Tuesday in Roosevelt Hospitul,
after belng assaulied, it is alleged, by
Thomas J. Sharkey, a private detective, was
held this morning in St. Mark's Church, at
Tenth street and Secoud avenue, Manhattau.
The services, the stmnde ritual of the Bpis-
cepal Church, were performaed by the Rew.
Dr. L. W. Batten, assisted by the Revs, 1
A. Dodd and E. J. Burllngham. The Rev.
Dr. Morgan Dix aund Dr. W. H. Vibberd of
Trintty Church were amoug the congre-

gation.

“About the altar were many large floral
pleces from friends of the famiiy. The ews
to tho left of Lthe centra! aisle, four deep,
were resesved for Mr, Fish's family. To the
right of the aisle were scated delegations
froin the Society of the Cincinnati, the His-
torical Society and a hundred members of
Alpha Chapter, Delta Pst Fraternity.

Six beurers carried the casket of darvk
polished o¢ak to the foot of the aliar
rail. They were preceded by the clerzymen
and these pall bearers: 6. P. Wetmore,
Charles A. Peabody, Frank S. Wetherbee, W.
Watts Sherman, Gearge W, Faolsom, Com-
mander Rodgers, U. S. N.; Frank K, Pendle-
ton, Dr. J. McG. Woodbury, Talbat Olyphant,
Louis L. Lorvillard, George E. DeWitt and
Richard Martin,

After the coffin wallked the mouraers, the
widowed Mre, Fish on the arm of Iiamilton
Fish. Then Stuyveaant Fish with his
daughter: Dr. Stuyvvesant Fish Morris and
Miss Morris: Mrs. Hamilton Fish Benjamin,
iwo daughtess and two sons: Mr. and Mrs.

On 31 January 1776, Nicholas Fish appears on a list of list of officers in Col. John
Lasher's 1st Regiment of Independent Militia of the City and County of New York, as
second lieutenant of the Fusilier (not Grenadier) Company. The list contains the
names of officers and men who were willing to have the regiment taken into
Continental service as a complete unit. The proposition was voted down by the
regiment at large.

| can't find when Fish first joined the unit. He had not appeared on a return of the
regiment that shows the field, staff, and company officers commissioned on 14
September 1775. Nor are there any subsequent returns of the regiment prior to its
drafting as a regiment of militia levies on 7 June 1776, to serve on active duty till 1
December. It was assigned to Brig. Gen. John Morin Scott’s brigade and was involved
in the campaign in New York and New Jersey as a part of Washington’s grand army.

Fish was separated from the regiment on 21 June when he was appointed brigade
major to General Scott. After the campaign he was appointed major of the 2nd New
York Regiment of the new Continental Line and served till the end of the war.

On 30 March 1786 he became adjutant general of the New York State militia.

Various secondary sources claim that Nicholas Fish served in the 2nd Regiment of
Independent Militia, commanded first by Col. William Heyer and then by Col. William
Malcom. Apparently he has become confused with John Fish, who served as second
lieutenant and then as first lieutenant in the Grenadier Company of that unit.

If you go "fishing" on the web like | did, you come up with information like this-sounds
like the same officer Eric identified.

"Nicholas Fish (1758-1833) was an American Revolutionary soldier, born in New York

City.

He attended Princeton but left before graduating to pursue the study of law at King's
College (now Columbia University) through the office of John Morin Scott in New York.
There he became actively interested in the organization of the Sons of Liberty.

In 1776 he was appointed by Scott aide-de-camp on his staff. Scott had been
commissioned brigadier general. At the close of the Revolutionary War, Fish held the
rank of lieutenant colonel. He served as a division inspector under Steuben in 1778,
participated in the battles of Saratoga and Monmouth, in Sullivan's expedition against
the Native Americans in 1779, and in the Virginia and Yorktown campaigns, in which
he served for a time on the staff of Lafayette.

In 1786 he was appointed adjutant general of New York State, which position he held
for many years. In 1794 he was appointed by Washington supervisor of the Federal
revenue in New York City. In 1811 he was the Federalist candidate for Lieutenant
Governor of the State. During the War of 1812 he served as a member of the City
Committee of Defense.

With Alexander Hamilton he served in New York Milita Hearts of Oak (1st Battalion/5th
Field Artillery Regiment).

Father of New York Governor/Senator Hamilton Fish.
