It is said to have been fished by Gen. George Washington,
when his “Continental Village” Army Camp was located on this site during
the Revolution. By building a short dam, a water power of 50 to 100 horse-
power could be obtained.

THE ARABLE LANDS on both sides of the brook lend themselves to a high
fate of cultivation,—the valley being noted for its fertility. The woodlands
are full of Red and White Oak, Ash, Hickory and Pine timber, which can be
readily lumbered over a system of well-constru®ed private roads built by the
late owner. In addition, there are at least 60,000 cords of firewood.

THE ESTATE belonged to STUYVESANT FIsH, who operated a Model Dairy
Farm consisting of a 40-&tall Cow Barn, Calf Barn, Beef Barn, Bull Pen, Granary,
3 Silos, Dairy, Piggery, Farmer’s Cottage, conneded by long distance telephone
with Peekskill. A gravity water supply gives these buildings excellent fire pro-
tection. They are lighted by an independent eledric lighting system. A number
of tenant houses provide quarters for employees. Five Apple Orchards.
